	The written examination consists of three papers, each of three hours duration 

	Paper 1 is a written “data interpretation” paper. There are 20 OSCE type questions (containing photographs, X-rays, data tables, graphs, etc.), each worth 10 marks, and requiring short answer responses.  

	Paper 2 will consist of 20 short notes type questions each worth 10 marks (approximately 9 minutes each) 

	Paper 3 will consist of 5 scenario based questions each worth 40 marks (approximately 36 minutes each) 

	All written papers will only be published in English.

	Candidates retain the option of answering written exam questions in Afrikaans. 

	Clinical exams will be conducted in English.

	The minimum written exam mark for invitation to the clinical exam remains at 45%, but a pass of ≥50% is required in at least the data interpretation paper (Paper 1) OR the two theoretical papers (Paper 2 and 3) combined.   


FCPaed I
	The examination will still consist of three papers, each of 3 hours duration.

	Paper 1 will consist of 75 multiple choice questions. These will consist of 20 X-types (multiple true or false), 50 A-types (single correct answer), and 5 R-types (extended matching questions).

	Paper 2 will consist of 6 scenario-based questions worth 30 marks each (approximately 30 minutes each), and requiring short answer responses ranging from 1 to 10 marks 

	Paper 3 will contain 16 short notes type questions each worth 10 marks (approximately 11 minutes each). These questions will be similar in format to questions asked in previous exams.

	All written papers will only be published in English.

	Candidates retain the option of answering written exam questions in Afrikaans. 


FCPaed II
	The written examination will consist of three papers, each of 3 hours duration.

	Paper 1 – the written OSCE (or data interpretation test) will have 20 questions, each worth 10 marks (approximately 9 minutes each).

	Paper 2 will consist of 16 short notes type questions, each worth 10 marks (approximately 11 minutes each).  

	Paper 3 will contain 4 scenario-based questions worth 40 marks (approximately 45 minutes each), and requiring short answer responses ranging from 1 to 10 

	All written papers will only be published in English.

	Candidates retain the option of answering written exam questions in Afrikaans. 

	Clinical exams will be conducted in English.

	The written and clinical sections will now each count for 50% of the final mark. The distribution of the marks for the three written papers will be 16.6% each (OSCE, short notes, and scenario-based questions). 

	The minimum written exam mark for invitation to the clinical exam remains at 45%, but a pass of ≥50% is required in at least the data interpretation paper (Paper 1) OR the two theoretical papers (Paper 2 and 3) combined.   


Certificate examinations (under the auspices of the Paediatric College)

	The written examination will consist of two papers.

	All written papers will only be published in English.

	Candidates retain the option of answering written exam questions in Afrikaans. 

	Clinical and oral exams will be conducted in English.
